We faced dramatic changes in the business environment that were beyond our expectations during FY2022, such as significant 
increases in raw material and fuel prices and supply chain disruptions following Russia’s invasion of Ukraine and a downturn of 
the world economy. It was a very challenging year as our financial performance deteriorated due to the effects of the expiration 
of exclusive marketing rights in the U.S. of Sumitomo Pharma’s major drug LATUDA® and a slump in the petrochemicals, display 
materials, and semiconductor markets.
	 Despite the circumstances, we steadily implemented the measures that needed to be taken and delivered some positive 
results. First, we achieved strong earnings in the fields of high-performance chemicals of our IT-related Chemicals and Energy & 
Functional Materials Sectors as well as in our Health & Crop Sciences Sector in FY2022, even in the face of a difficult environment.
